El Puente Academy of Peace and Justice takes great pride in being able to represent the nation of Spain in a manner that will not only help to improve current political divisions, but ignite change throughout the European Union to ensure stability and safety throughout Europe, especially across the African border.

 C. BACKGROUND OF COUNTRY

Currently, the Spanish parliamentary government has shifted due to the growing popularity of newer political parties. This has created a cultural shift of the needs of the public that must be recognized and reflected upon within the government decision-making process. The new political parties that have gained public support are seen in the chart listed below.

This chart shows the balance of seats within the Spanish parliament, which can change government and public initiatives. Our Prime Minister, Mariano Rajoy has recently denied King Felipe’s request to reform the Spanish government. There does not seem to be current communication between leaders of the Popular Party (PP) and the second largest represented party, the Socialist Party. The left-wing Podemos Party is also gaining greater support and developing a platform that many citizens are aligning with due to what has been expressed as growing inequality within the country as part of the high unemployment rates - slightly above/below 20%. The 4th most popular political party Ciudadanos is serving a liberal agenda that also threatens the long time reign of the Popular Party (PP). 

Currently the youth of the nation of Spain are serving as a great concern for the future stability of the country. Unemployment is high, student high school dropout rates are rising and college graduates are leaving the country for positions in other nations. With these growing concerns and inconsistent rates in education and the workforce, it is now imperative that the government finds new ways to improve the economic structure to support job creation. These national issues are part of what have lead to the growing popularity and political divisiveness between political parties and social groups. 

Lastly, our geographic location puts at risk and vulnerable to the migration of refugees and illegal migrants that find their way into our nation. As a member of the EU we find it important to be sympathetic to all people and look to develop allies across the world. Yet, we know that due to the current issues listed above, there is only so much and so many people that can be held or supported within our borders. We hope to devise strategies and policies with other EU member nations to develop plans of action that will support vulnerable people while sustaining our political and economic power which is already so fragile. 
 D. ISSUES
COMMITTEE ON GOVERNANCE: 
Spain is currently a Parliamentary monarchy led by Felipe VI of Spain. Felipe was crowned on June 19, 2014 (Prince Felipe VI of Spain's Coronation Schedule). The Prime Minister of Spain is Mariano Rajoy who was elected on December 21, 2011 (Eldridge). Since the end of World War II, Spain stands as a monarchy. The country has remained democratic since 1981 after an 18 hour-long coup (Francisco Franco).
       
There are four major political parties, two that have been popular in Spain for years and two who have recently been rising in power. The popular party has received a total of 123 seats during election, making it the highest political party that is wanted in Spain. Originally in 1970’s, the popular party was called “Popular Alliance”, a union of seven conservative political parties (Share). The second known political party is the Socialists. They were founded in 1879 and remained as a small political party before world war one (Spartacus Educational).They received 90 seats during the 2015 Spain election. This political party is advocating for a centralized government that has control over all production, distribution and exchange and has the power to distribute it evenly. Also, they are a Federalist Party meaning that the government is divided between one main government and other small government entities. The two new political parties that follow are the “Podemos” and “Ciudadanos”. The Podemos have received 69 seats in the 2015 Spain election. The political leader of this group is Pablo Iglesias representing a leftist political view. A leftist political view is people who advocate for more social and economical change. The Ciudadanos have received the least of the four major political parties votes, 40 seats. They are a political party advocating for social equality and social hierarchy. They are a centrist party who is in favor of individual’s rights and freedoms.
           Spain has different positions within the European Union. The European Parliament consists of 54 members. They are the EU’s law making body and are elected every five years by EU voters (European Parliament). The council of the European Union works with the European Parliament in order to negotiate and adopt laws and working on the annual EU budget. They also coordinate the EU’s policies, develop foreign and security policies. They also conclude agreements between the European Union and other countries/organizations (Council of the European Union). The country holding the council presidency leads the presidency of the council of the European Union. Ministers from that country's government chair and help determine the agenda of Council meetings in each policy area, and facilitate dialogue with the other EU institutions. Spain has held presidency: January-June 1989, July-December 1995, January-June 2002, and January-June 2010 (Spain). A local office called a representation in each country represents the European commission. Their job is to draw up proposals for new European laws and it implements the decisions of the European Parliament and the Council of the EU (European Commission). Spain has 24 representatives in the European Economic and Social Committee. This advisory body represents employers, workers and other interest groups. They are consulted on proposed laws to get a better idea of the possible changes to work and social situations in member countries (European Economic and Social Committee (EESC). Spain has 21 representatives in the committee of the regions. This advisory body is consulted on proposed laws, to ensure these laws take account of the perspective from each region of the EU (Committee of the Regions). Spain also communicates with the EU institutions through its permanent representation in Brussels. As Spain's "embassy to the EU", its main task is to ensure that the country's interests and policies are pursued as effectively as possible in the EU (Spain). These positions are all rotated yearly or monthly.
       
The political party that we as Spain are moving in as during the conference is the Popular Party.
COMMITTEE ON CROSS BORDER ISSUES: 
Spain’s location connects Europe and Africa with the Schengen agreement.  The Schengen agreement makes Spain an important location when it comes to immigration and travel. The European Commission explains the agreement stating “The free movement of persons is a fundamental right guaranteed by the EU to its citizens…The border-free Schengen Area guarantees free movement to more than 400 million EU citizens, as well as to many non-EU nationals, businessmen, tourists or other persons legally present on the EU territory.” This means Spain’s geographic location allows Middle Easterners, Africans, Asians, and other Europeans to be able to flow in and out of the country between the European and African border. Immigrants from Portugal and other European states also come into Spain easily because of the border free agreement. The Schengen agreement makes immigration easier because they don’t need a passport to travel to the allied countries in the EU. This creates a situation where some say is a dangerous one in which terrorists or enemies of the EU can now enter Europe through countries like Spain. According to BBC News “European Union leaders have called for stricter checks on travelers entering the passport-free Schengen area” ever since the recent terrorist attack in Paris. The future of the continent’s passport-free zone is now under threat because issues like these.

The European Commission says, “Spain is one of 26 countries that are within the Schengen Zone” and that the country “joined in the 26th of March 1995. This means that all of these countries have abolished the need for a passport and that Spain supports international travel with counties within the Schengen area. They do this while strengthening their borders against countries not in the agreement, like Africa.  On moroccoworldnews.com, there is an article that states “after hundreds of African migrants stormed a border fence in an attempt to cross into the Spanish enclave of Melilla from northern Morocco, Spain is planning to tighten its security around Ceuta and Melilla.” Though Spain is trying to find ways to strengthen their borders on certain fronts, the country still believes the Schengen agreement benefits themselves and their surrounding allies enough to still a part of it
We believe that it is safer if the country has securitization of borders. This is because of the amount of unknown foreigners that are able to come in and out of the country without identification, due to the Schengen agreement. According to UK news site The Telegraph, “Illegal immigration in Spain is up 70 per cent in 2014…In 2014 12,549 migrants were caught trying to enter Spain illegally” (telegraph). With the recent scare of terrorist attacks surrounding Europe, I find the spike in immigration to be a dangerous statistic to be factored in the equation. 
Corruption is an extremely prevalent issue within Spain. “From the year 2000 to 2010, 800 cases of corruption were uncovered nationwide” (guardian). Spain mainly relay’s on the criminal law and administrative justice system. They have no anti-corruption policy other than an “anti-fraud office that was enacted in Catalonia” (guardian). I believe that more systems within the government need to be created to stop the roots of corruption rather than just punish the convicted. 
Spain is centered in an area between Africa and other European countries. Immigrants from Africa, the Middle East, Asia, and other European countries all go in and out of Spain because of their geographical location Spain location also makes it very vulnerable to climate change. The southern Iberian Peninsula is one of the most affected by the heat change. Droughts have been predicted to become more common and many sea species are near extinction because of the recent warmer summers. Spain is a very eco-friendly country with it’d methods of getting energy they gather most of their energy through wind power and solar power.
Spain needs to build stronger borders with more identification on who is coming into the country. It is too easy for immigrants to enter the country we believe the border between Spain and Africa should have only two ways to enter, by car and plane. So with only two entries we can easily strengthen security. We don't want to keep everyone out of the country we only want to make sure who is coming into the state. 39% of Syrians fleeing to Spain because they are trying to escape the Syrian war (park). We want to help refugees but we must protect ourselves as well. To protect ourselves we need more background checks, mental health evaluations, and education evaluation for when they come in the country. While in Spain for more than two years they should either renew their visa or take residency exam. They can only renew their visa twice, it will become mandatory to take residency exam or else send back to country.
COMMITTEE ON ECONOMICS:
The current state of Spain’s economy is uprising the fastest it’s ever been in face. In just the first 3 months of 2016 Spain’s GDP grow by 0.9% and it looks promising. In 2012 Spain had to apply for a 100-billion-euro rescue package from the European Union as a way to try to save them from the downward spiral we were headed. Many people believe that the unemployment rate and the actual school system are largely to blame for this and you can see why. Spain is known to have one of the worst education systems among the OECD nations and it's not surprising that in 2013 the unemployment rate was peaking at 27% (out of 100% of the population) and 50% of the 27% are among young people. Spain’s education system is much different than that of the US; in the US middle school is typically 3 years but in Spain it’s 5 years and upon graduation you are given three choices, you can either go to high school and further your education and perhaps go to college, or you can get job training in low income jobs, or just join the workforce without any training at all. The issues with theses choices is that as a teen you’re not necessarily going to want to spend more time in school and as for the other options they are less than useless in the current state of the economy. There are no jobs so why would the education system even give students that option of training or going out to the work force when there are no jobs for students to get. This isn’t helping reduce the unemployment rate. Unemployment remains above 20% and is forecast by the IMF to still be at 16% in 2020, well above the pre-crisis rate of 8.5%. It gets harder for workers who can’t find jobs; there are 2.5 million workers that have been unemployed for so long that they are no longer entitled to any state support. Spain’s economy is getting better due to the new labor market reforms and the finance sector reform these two go hand in hand in the recovery of Spain. The new financial sector reform adjusted the banking value on its ascents to the reality of the market and they increased the probations that helped banks give the people their money back and helped increased the amount people spend in the country. Spain is in a good place but have a long way to go.

Yes Spain was in fact affected by Greeks economic crisis, not only considering that Spain is the fourth country that Greece owns the most money to in the EU that be at €25 billion. 60% of Greeks debt is in tilted to the EU government, and it doesn’t seem like Greece will be paying us back anytime soon. Greece is in a default, which means that they are failing to payback their loans. Greece has 540 billion dollars in debt, that’s 180% higher than their GDP and to make it worse their GDP in decreeing as well so even if the amount of money they owe doesn’t rise their debt will. Many believe that the biggest reason the EU doesn’t want Greece to leave the EU is because if Greece leaves and improves on their own, as opposed to being in the EU, other countries in debt will follow, for example like Italy and Spain.
When Spain joined the EU in 1999 the housing market grew and people were borrowing money and taking out loans. In 2008, the government has to borrow heavily to deal with the effects of the property collapse and to make it even worse Spain has one of the worst unemployment rates in the Eurozone.
The EU is based on monetary policy because the European Central Bank is the bank in control. The bank has the power to control the amount of money that is or was printed for the countries in the Euro Zone. Countries have the power to say how much money is in their banks, their interest rates, how much they want to taxes the people, buying and selling of government bonds. 
We believe that the European debt crisis is in fact a challenge to the future of the euro and the European unity because one of the biggest reasons the EU was created was because countries wanted a much easier way for them to trade and to share a common currency. It was thought to make things run much smoother for all nations involved. If countries are in debt and believe that the only way out of their debt is by leaving the EU, then you’re surely to see other countries follow. That will be the ending of the EU, as we know it.
We believe that there may be a troubled future for the euro but would liketo find solutions to trade and commerce considering the amount of debt for countries of the Eurozone. If the Eurozone hopes to improve then I would say that countries shouldn’t be allowed to leave, but many may believe it is best to cut their losses and move on.
We think that Spain could be successful outside of the EU. Spain will be able to pay off its debt much faster and be able to fix issues within the country. Currently our government believes that austerity measures are really the only thing Spain could have done when in economic crisis. Austerity became almost imperative in Europe, where countries don't have the ability to address mounting debts by printing their own currency.
COMMITTEE ON FOREIGN POLICY:
Spain conducts foreign policy within the framework of Europe independently. One thing that Spain has a problem with is their economics. So they focus on getting money from other countries to give them money because as a whole, Spain might not be able to get themselves out of their problem with money. They are at the place where they can't get out of debt with the money they currently have and are making (Imbernon).
The stance Spain has is that they have to do whatever they can to find a way to get the money they need. With every bit of assistance Spain receives, they improve their chances of relieving their debt. Spain does have a say in what their deals are, but they don't really argue with it because they need to get money as fast as they can. (Fojon)
Europe should encourage more European cultures through Ukraine so all of Ukraine would be proud to be a part of Europe or at least enjoy being a part of Europe. If they were to lose Ukraine, that would make them connections that Ukraine has with other nations. It could make Europe a weaker place (Spiegal).
We believe that Europe is making the right choice in sending troops to Libya. Libya is sending migrants to Europe with weapons to allow them to be accepted there forcefully and then live there as if it is still their country. Libya is sending too many people there when Europe is already dealing with being over populated. Europe will eventually face too many problems with having too many migrants in their countries and the problems they brings with it. At the moment Europe cannot receive migrants, so working to reduce or deny more refugees from Libya may be necessary (Libyaprojects).
We believe that Spain should work with the United States closely because they both have one common goal, which is to be safe from other countries. If both countries help each other, they will be able to fight against other countries that threaten them. If countries could work together then they should be able to obtain peace with each other because they will look out for each other in any kind of trouble (Lindsay).
The relationship EU nations have with the United States is that they are both in the organization named NATO (North Atlantic Treaty Organization). They support each other out from dangerous threats. For Spain and the United States the deal for them is that United States is having military bases in Spain areas so that United States is able to defend from any attacks that would go on Spain. Both Spain and United States get what they want because Spain wants protection and United States wants to be spread themselves to other countries to be known (Bureau of European and Eurasian Affairs).
COMMITTEE ON SECURITY:
The main security concern in Europe comes from the recent Paris attacks. This has led many countries in Europe along with countries outside of Europe to increase their security. Europe is trying to avoid any events that will create a crowded space; therefore any major events will be postponed or cancelled. A Belgium vs. Spain game was cancelled do to the fear of the bombing and security concerns. In New Year's Eve, many events were cancelled due to security concerns also. The Paris attack has become the biggest concern in the world. Spain has increased their security from a 3 to a 4 out of 5 (espn). There is more security surveillance and more police presence in high- populated cities.
The ETA is also a concern to two European Countries; Spain and France along with the rest of france. The ETA is a basque of Spaniards separatists who used terrorism as a way of protesting.
Spain has a security alliance with NATO in which Spain has become a huge help to NATO while dealing with many threat messages and other security concerns. NATO thanked Spain for participating in the following security events; “Spain’s participation in Baltic air policing, its Patriot missile battery deployment in Turkey, and its hosting of missile defence ships at Naval Station Rota. He noted that later in 2015, Spain will host NATO’s biggest exercise in many years, expected to include around 25,000 troops. Mr. Stoltenberg also thanked Spain for its “major role in building security in Afghanistan”(nato). Spain also has a security alliance with the Common Security and Defense Policy. They are contacted when in issue of competing demands along with raising the borders in the North and South of Spain. They are also contacted when a change in the political systems. Spain is ready to use their partnership for any security concerns like an ISIS-like scenario or any surrounding country threats that lead Spain to increase border security.
“Spain’s security policy over the recent years of crisis has been generally marked by competing lines of continuity (e.g. protection of vital interests in the North of Africa), strategic retrenchment (e.g. a certain reluctance to engage in massive, open-ended, faraway, Afghan-style scenarios) and re-positioning (e.g. the focus on the Sahel and Gulf of Guinea). Moreover, there are also attempts at policy innovation beyond established lines, for instance, through the hammering out of new agreements and potential security alliances, with defence components, anchoring far away partners from Latin America and Asia” (De Broja Lasheras).
About 20% of Spains energy comes from wind turbine and Spain is the first country to accomplish this. The energy source is bringing Spain many offers that will increase Spain’s economy. Nordex, a wind turbine maker company is willing to pay $800 million to acquire energy (Moskowitz).  Spain also has one of the largest solar industries in the world so this can be used to its advantage. 
COMMITTEE ON MIGRATION: 
      Currently, Europe has a major migration crisis. Now what's really concerning is when these migrants come in and what steps are being taken to get them on board with Europe's terms and conditions. How are they going to help the country instead of overpopulating it? Why are they coming to Spain? Where are most of them coming from? These questions are imperative to answer. Spain has not only became the “in-take” place for Europe's migrants, but also a key player in trying to find ways for them to come in and help the rest of Europe rather than hurt it. We want to build new ways for these migrants to become citizens. We want to get them on board with the program, make it safer for Europe, and close the bridge between neighboring nations. We would like to see more of a population of people succeeding and being able to support themselves and their families. Spain needs help from the rest of Europe to find resources and policies to support new migrants. 
     Spain has a history of migrants overpopulating the country. “The inversion of Spanish migration flows was brought about by the international economic crisis of the early 1970s” (Perez). Since the 1970s, Spain has had this problem and nothing has been done to try to control it or find ways prevent it from becoming a crisis again. Over the course of time we have seen the number of immigrants start to increase and change the population and cause a cultural shift. “The number of immigrants continued to increase at a steady pace. It has became a country of emigrants to a country of immigrants” (Perez). Spain has became a country of emigrants to a country of immigrants. 
     The first, problem is public resistance, we need the people of Spain to stay in Spain even though migrants are coming. “Fear of public resistance to migrants, and to EU involvement in their conditions of stay” (Spencer). We have to find a way to persuade the citizens that we can help them and help the migrants at the same time while having equal share. Second, is the actual integration, things like getting employed and policies that go with that, families and how we can help families stay united but can help keep them find ways to benefit them. This current dilemna falls “under the authority of different directorates-general at the European Commission, different committees in the European Parliament, and different ministries at the national level—with the usual barriers thus created to developing a coordinated strategy” (Spencer). Third, there are different views about integration among Europe. We need all of Europe as a whole to be on board about this not only because there are benefits, but Spain can help the rest of Europe at the same time.
     The EU has spent a lot of time more so years trying to build a Common European Asylum System also what can be referred to as CEAS. This program was suppose to “ensure that the rights of refugees under international law are protected in its member states” (opensocieties). This system was put in place to meet those standards and protocols for not only processing and reviewing the applications, but also the treatment of the asylum seekers themselves and those who were given the opportunity of refugee status.The situation with this though is many of the EU states have not been taking this plan or system and going through with putting it into effect. Now those numbers are growing and it started to spin out of control.
     Another big thing coming up is actually Europe's economic crisis currently happening, and it's really effecting Spain, which is causing the flows to shift again. “According to data from Spain’s National Institute of Statistics (INE), for the first time in this century, more people are now leaving Spain than moving to it” (Ballesteros & Blasco). why is that because Europe isn't paying their workers enough and mainly on Spain which means they get paid the bare minimum so they really not going to care who it is coming in they just letting them in. Also something to look at “Net migration in 2011 was reported at negative 50,090 people, with 507,740 leaving Spain and 457,650 arriving” ( Ballesteros & Blasco). See since the actual citizens see that they can get more money especially for the amount of schooling they went for, they see the opportunity elsewhere so there leaving Spain and Europe period. Also seeing that that there is a bigger population of migrants and refugees entering and that's messing up with the current flow of things the citizens want nothing to do with it. Spain currently has more migrants than their own citizens because migrants are coming in more and more heavily. The way this migration flow is going it makes Spain look like an in take place more than a state.  
     In Spain the citizens actually do care and want to help but the European government keeps trying to hush them. “The IOM estimates that more than 464,000 migrants have crossed into Europe by sea for the first nine months of 2015. Syrians fleeing their country's four-and-a-half-year-old civil war made up the largest group (39 percent). Afghans looking to escape the ongoing war with Taliban rebels (11 percent), and Eritreans fleeing forced labor (7 percent)” (Park). The original citizens of Spain understand that the migrants coming here are only coming because where they are at they have no hope, no peace, they can't do nothing to protect their families, do good for themselves and their families, and they are trying to escape death. They take them in with open arms but Europe as a whole isn't doing what it’s suppose to be doing by implementing and putting the programs and systems into effect. So instead of benefiting and doing something to help fix the migration crisis and economic crisis they not seeing what's in front of them. This is another reason why so many of the citizens left poor pay and nothing is being done to fix the issue. Being that Spain is protecting the rest of Europe and the border between where most of these migrants are coming from, Spain you would think that they would want to help and support them so that the rest of Europe will not crumble.
     We believe that Spain is at a deep financial crisis and is going through large budget cuts. Although they are going through these budget cuts and this crisis, Spain is implementing these programs like the UNHCR because of all these migrants and refugees coming into Spain. These programs help give them support for about two years. Also the programs help with “getting them involved in learning the language, and get rental assistance for them until they can do so for themselves” (Perez). These programs getting developed in Spain, are to help the integration and settlement of the migrants and refugees, but also to help Spain as a whole so they don’t spend as much money helping and they can help more by making  a joint effort with the new people coming in.
COMMITTEE ON IDENTITY AND INTEGRATION:
Spain, during World War II according to the American University International Law Review, is that they remained neutral. They did not partake in the world either (Marquina). According to International School History it says,

In terms of the Holocaust, despite Spain's anti-Semitic history (which was by no means uncommon across any European nation), Spain became a haven for Jewish refugees; in fact, Spain helped more Jews during the Holocaust than any other neutral European nation during the WW2 era. 25,000 Jews passed through Spain to escape from Europe, while a few thousand remained in Spain under Spanish protection (“International School History”).
This tells us that many Jews still remained after World War II for protection.

There are many minority groups that live in Spain. 17 percent of residents in Spain are Catalan. With Galicians at 7 percent and Basques at 2 percent (Central Intelligence Agency). This has changed since World War II:
Spain has had major cultural shifts because of the amount of migrants coming into the country and the spaniard citizens leaving to poor paying jobs. This is risky because migrants may help but also causes issues for the country, such a terrorism. Spain is a sort of safe place for migrants to come to stay because they are open to helping them. Spain is trying to stabilize and bounce back from the unemployment rates. It causes people who are educated to leave the country to find better jobs elsewhere. This causes great disparity between the upper and lower class. The goal of Spain’s policies is mostly to be a safe place for migrants to come to.
Non-citizens of Spain are able to obtain a Schengen Visa or Residence Visa. According to AngloInfo it says, “The holder of a Schengen visa is not permitted to work or to stay longer than 90 days in the entire Schengen area, not just Spain. The same applies to nationals of non-EU countries that are exempt from needing a Schengen visa. Anyone arriving in Spain with the intention of staying longer than three months requires a Residence Visa” (Visado de Residencia). This must be requested from and issued by the Spanish Embassy of the applicant's home country, before departure for Spain. It is different to the standard 90-day Schengen visa in that it allows the holder to begin the residency application process. Application for residency is not typically accepted from anyone arriving on a Schengen visa (“Non-EU Citizens”).
According to The Local List it states, “Spain also participates in this tendency to cut back on liberties and rights,"(Anderson). In the article it tells us about the most important ones that are being broken. Number one being freedom of speech. They are cracking down on peaceful movements and charging fining them if they go against the government. Many rights are being violated.
Currently there are no secessionist movements within Spain. The main concern for Europe right now is the Paris attacks which happened in December of 2015. The biggest threats are coming from the Basque terrorist group (“ETA Timeline”).
In an article by Fortune it states, In some ways, the current clash between local and national governments in Spain parallels the undocumented migrant situation in the U.S., where in response to tight federal immigration restrictions almost 300 localities (or “Sanctuary Cities”) have limited the way in which local law enforcement can aid national immigration authorities by detaining “illegal” immigrants. And, as in Spain, discussions about immigration end up focusing on the scarcity of available resources (“In Spain”). Spain had tried to tighten down on the migrants entering, but it’s difficult because of the amount of people actually trying to enter.
